2011-2012 Memberships are Due Now
As we sit writing this newsletter it is looking like the 2010/2011 snow season may have come to a screeching halt! Friday night we were grooming, and the trails looked the best they have in years. today the rain is pouring down, the trees are iced over, and we have lost almost two feet of snow. More cold weather and snow could get us back riding, but the grooming projects are on hold until trails are inspected for wash-outs and water holes. This snow season has been an interesting one so far; we were able to start grooming a little earlier than usual, and when we started we didn’t have to stop until now. Ronnie & Emily worked the Sno-Cat over 160 hours this year with only one major break down; about 9:00 on a Friday night we lost a pinion gear and we were crippled right on the trail, but thanks to the Works from Jackson and Doug & Toni the groomer crew (Ronnie & Emily) were rescued and brought safely home for the night. Over the course of the next week, Ronnie, Emily, Scotty, Scott, Dave, Smitty & Bennett’s Garage were able to rebuild it in the woods and return grooming. With all the rain late in the fall and no frost we were limited where we could work the Cat so we had to rely on smaller equipment on the West side. Smitty did the majority of the work with his Ranger, Ronnie & Emily worked their Ranger when Smitty couldn’t, and Scotty, Dick, Doug, Rick & Adam did quite a bit of dragging with the Skandic. The extreme deep snow also brought some challenges to the groomer crews, many SOS calls and “Tweets” were sent out from machines “off the trail stuck”, but no matter what time day or night help was on the way. A BIG THANKS goes out to our groomer crews this year! They worked hard and spent a lot of hours on the trails, it was very entertaining following them on Twitter as they worked day and night, and the pictures in real time made for quite a few laughs (yes we are talking about DiggeDug “stuck again”). The grooming crew has talked about the need to increase the size of our small drag fleet, it seems every year we encounter sections of trail that we can’t work with the Sno-Cat, we will bring this up at our next meeting. A major landowner issue caused us problems early on and a challenge for riders, the Lander Pit was again closed to us in December and we had to make a quick re-route but it seemed to get us by for the winter, more work will be done there in the summer.

We have not yet set a schedule for summer rides yet but will start working on a few dates at the March and April meetings, tentatively we will have our Annual BBQ & Ride on August 6th and the Cambridge Cornfield ride should be on the 10th of September. Many of our rides are short notice, organized by a member that wishes to invite others. follow us on Twitter and watch the website and emails for updates. We have several work days throughout the season where we work for a couple of hours of brushing, bridging, signing, etc. then take a ride on our trails and usually stop for a BBQ lunch along the way. come join us, we promise not to work you too hard and we guarantee a good time!
